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Hadoop On Demand

1. Introduction

Hadoop On Demand (HOD) is a system for provisioning virtual Hadoop clusters over alarge
physical cluster. It uses the Torque resource manager to do node allocation. On the allocated
nodes, it can start Hadoop Map/Reduce and HDFS daemons. It automatically generates the
appropriate configuration files (hadoop-site.xml) for the Hadoop daemons and client. HOD
also has the capability to distribute Hadoop to the nodes in the virtual cluster that it allocates.
In short, HOD makes it easy for administrators and users to quickly setup and use Hadoop. It
isalso avery useful tool for Hadoop developers and testers who need to share a physical
cluster for testing their own Hadoop versions.
